survival of the Sinhala community. In order to achieve this, the Tamil Diaspora

transcends its national borders and seeks to analyse the aspirations and interests

unique to ethnic groups from an asymmetrical perspective, building respect and

appreciation for each other in the international arena. It is clear that this Diaspora

concept has led to a turning point in the social, economic and political spheres

that destabilize the existence of the state, not what should happen in the state after

the post-war period. Therefore, our research seeks to examine the impact of the

Sinhala Diaspora on the governance process in Sri Lanka. Preliminary data and

secondary data were used. Also, two questions (Google Form and Civil Society

Questions) and interviews (selected active political warlords and scholars) were

used under the preliminary data. The people who integrated into the Google Form

were students, workers and professionals living in Europe or the Middle East

today, even though their home country is Sri Lanka. The traditional Diaspora Keywords:
concept and it has been created in accordance with the aspirations and needs
determined by the social, economic, political and cultural background inherent in
Sri Lanka.

Introduction

In most countries of the modern world, liberal democratic forms of government are in operation. In that liberal
state model, it is the nation states that are liberalized. Accordingly, the building of the modern nation-states
we speak of today had a tendency to nationalize. That is, instead of politically, culturally multifaceted identities
and specialties among all members living within their borders, a uniform political-cultural identity was
attributed. This gave rise to the basic concepts needed to better implement a democratic model, which resulted
in the creation of constitutions based on written constitutions that coincided with the process of building a
modern nation-state. In the political literature, the Constitution is an important element that is considered the
basis of the organizational structure of the state. In it, the state acts as the mechanism that implements the
political, administrative and judicial powers necessary for the rule of law and welfare.

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Accordingly, the Constitution is the legal document that describes the structure of the State, its functions,
powers, duties, civil rights, and its limitations, as well as the basic law above all the laws of the State.
Accordingly, in the pre-modern state, the constitution was used as the main tool to unite the divided peoples.

In such a nation-state model, the "citizen" was more important in the existing constitution. ‘being a member
of a state gives one a legal and political status and one can expect the protection and security of the state of
which one is a citizen, as well as the legal protection, protection and other privileges enjoyed by that citizen
(Uyangoda, 2011, p. 65). That the concept of citizenship was decisive in the nation-state model, as well as the
politically organized community within a single state with sovereign linguistic and cultural identities. It was
the assimilation or absorption of the identities of the linguistic, religious and cultural minorities and the
language, religion and culture of the majority and large communities. The basic impetus of that process was
the homogenization and integration of the social, cultural and identities within the nation-state. ‘Thus, over
time, the cultural diversity of citizens began to emerge in modern nation-states based on the assumption of
common citizenship based on cultural unity. As a result, the foundations of the nation-state system of cultural
and identity unity and common citizenship were shattered, and the traditional theories and practices of national
integration and citizenship, as its tendencies, were in crisis (Uyangoda, 2011, p. 88).

Thus, it is clear that the homogenization of the identities of all citizens in the state structure was carried out
by a constitution but in the course of time there were problems with securing their existence in the
constitutional constitution despite the legal stability required for it. This has been recognized as a major issue
in political theory as well as in the field of public policy for decades. Accordingly, in the context of the state
model, the minority communities as opposed to the great nation were strongly opposed to the process of
nationalization of the nation state. These minority communities demanded their own unique linguistic,
religious, and cultural rights, and when they did not receive them in some way, they also demanded the rights
of the nation-state, internal, and local self-government to protect their own rights. When those rights were not
granted, minorities were forced to split from the existing nation-state and to fight for the formation of separate
nation-states. Accordingly, as a trend in the building of one nation, one state for one nation, the minority
communities can be seen fighting to break away from the nation state model and build separate nation states.
Conflicts arose over the inability of nations to further adequately satisfy their needs and wants, despite the fact
that nations were somewhat homogenized by the various elements brought together to unite these divided
peoples.

The Thirty Years War in Sri Lanka can be identified as a conflict caused by the homogenization of nations in
a modern nation-state model. The Thirty Years War ended in a military victory-defeat process. But at the
same time, the Diaspora can be seen in the global context of defeating the minorities, overcoming the specific
boundaries of the motherland as well as narrow divisions, and consolidating their aspirations and interests
while safeguarding the existence of their own people. In such a situation, the territorial existence of the Sri
Lankan state model and the economic and political influence of the Diaspora can be seen. Therefore, it is clear
that the Diaspora is very timely in this context. What is the impact of the Sri Lankan Diaspora outside the
motherland on the governance process as a Diaspora? The notion that the Sri Lankan people are spreading
their nationalism beyond their personal ambitions and thereby having an active impact on the governance
process is being used to highlight'

Research Objectives

The main research objective of in this study was to identify the existing theoretical explanations and
interpretations in the classical literature on the influence of the Sinhala Diaspora on the governing process in
Sri Lanka. In addition, reproducing the Symmetrical, Asymmetrical Aspirations and Needs of the Sinhala
Diaspora Representing the Sri Lankan Community and Identifying the Directions of Impact on the Governance
Process and understanding the Sinhala Diaspora representing the Sri Lankan community and what needs to be
done to determine the existence of the state model and the governance process in the country and to go to the
relevant conclusions and make effective proposals.
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Literary Criticism

Literary research should be done in conducting a scholarly research on the influence of the Sinhala Diaspora
on the governing process in Sri Lanka’ Literary research is primarily about scholarly explanations, focusing
on the theoretical background revealed by the scholarly research that has been done so far. To make a
theoretical commentary on whether - notably - that there has been no scholarly research in the local literature
directly aimed at the influence of the Sinhala Diaspora on the governing process in Sri Lanka - in the analysis
of the nation-state and its various parameters. Despite the emphasis on new concepts such as this, the lack of
in-depth study of it is a common feature found in local literature' but if there is any scholarly research on this
subject, it is practically impossible to make a full inquiry into it, so | will review my analysis from a selection
of selected literary sources Presented. Here | was able to apply, directly and indirectly, to the scholarly
literature that has been written in a variety of genres and perspectives more or less, its literary usefulness has
been categorized under a number of themes as follows:

(A) Nation - Nationalism and the emergence of the Nation State
(B) Origin of the Diaspora
(C) Sinhala Diaspora and the governing process

Accordingly, under the first classification, the written literature on nation-building is studied. It studies the re-
emergence of nation-states in line with nationalism, as well as the liberal concepts created within the model
of the nation-state.

Uyangoda (2011), ‘Nation Nationalism and the Nation State' was important in providing a theoretical and
scholarly analysis of the background of nation building and its various orientations and trends. Uyangoda
states that race is not an expression of the micro-identity used to describe caste or ethnicity but the people who
hold the citizenship/ membership of the nation state. It points out that this new meaning of nation arose after
the French Revolution and that the nation-state was formed by the coexistence of the two concepts of nation
and state, and that the obedience of the community to which it belonged was necessary for the existence of the
territorial state that was built, and that the state acquired 'nation-based' nationalism ' Has stated that through.
It is also possible to gain an understanding of the basic context in which the founding principles of the nation-
state were shattered and plunged into crisis - but the lack of attention paid to the impact of concepts such as
the Diaspora on the survival of nation-states, which emerged as a new trend in nation- states.

It was important to focus on nationalism, the founding principles of the nation-building process. Therefore,
Dharmadasa (2001) ‘Patriotism', which focuses on the classical period of nationalist studies and provides a
broader academic understanding of nationalism., “There are many things in our language that we all know the
meaning of. But only as long as no one asks to explain what it is. The same is true of 'nation’. It is not possible
to summarize and explain what it is.” That is to go. In this way, the focus was only on the basic interpretation
of nationalism as an attempt to identify the larger subject, using the knowledge of local as well as foreign
scholars.

Social homogeneity was a fundamental ideological assumption in the modern nation-state model, where the
term citizen was an important concept. Therefore, it was important to focus on citizenship, citizenship and
civil rights. Accordingly, in the book “We are all equal in society” written by Uyangoda (2011) ‘who is a
citizen? What is citizenship? And what are civil rights? A theoretical and conceptual analysis of the subject as
well as the concepts of citizenship and citizenship in conjunction with classical and modern political
philosophy and theory has been given in-depth attention. The nation-building that took place in the nation-
state was to eliminate the linguistic, religious and cultural differences of the citizens and bring them all into a
single cultural identity, but the assumption of common citizenship that was built on such cultural unity was
shattered and conflicts arose in the nation-states. Although it focused on concepts such as diversified
citizenship as a means of overcoming the problems and challenges faced by liberal democracies, it did not
focus on Diaspora organizations demanding the differentiated civil rights that affect the existence of modern
nation-states.
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Ethnic conflicts were created as a result of the emergence of multiple identity models in the face of the
breakdown of the process of integration of identity models within the nation-state model. The
internationalization of such ethnic conflicts was a key factor in determining the origin of the Diaspora concept
(James, 2009) Accordingly, Perera (2003) ‘A Case Study of Conflict Resolution, provides an insight into
conflict. The book provides a thorough analysis of the conflicts that arise in everyday life from the individual
level to the national, regional and international levels of society.

Malalasekara (2011), “Western Power and the Fate of Ceylon” compiled by the Patriotic National Movement
was important in understanding the nature of the post-colonial independence state of Sri Lanka, a state in the
South Asian region. It provided an insight into the economic, political and social aspects of how European
capital continues to dominate the post-colonial structure of Sri Lanka, primarily as an entourage state. An
understanding of how the ethnic crisis in Sri Lanka in particular has been exacerbated by modern colonial
aggression.

Warnakulasuriya (2010), Fellow Terrorists and the Courts' is important in gaining a clear understanding of the
origin and evolution of the hybrid tribunal established by the Geneva Human Rights Council as a challenge to
Sri Lanka's independence and territorial integrity and its impact on the Sri Lankan state model. Western powers
and the United Nations Human Rights Council have called for the establishment of a mechanism to punish
perpetrators of war crimes, accusing them of serious violations of international human rights law and
humanitarian law during the war that followed the end of the Sri Lankan civil war. It is understandable how
the Tamil Diaspora outside Sri Lanka actively contributed to this. But it was a shortcoming not to mention
how the aspirations of the Sinhala Diaspora, which were asymmetric in the face of the symmetrical aspirations
of the Tamil Diaspora, were activated in the international arena.

In inquiring into the influence of the Sinhala Diaspora on the governing process in Sri Lanka, it was important
to identify the constitutions of constitutional and state structural reforms as well as the direction of civil society
influence. Constitutional inspiration is also important in understanding the constitution of Sri Lanka, a post-
colonial country. Accordingly, Jennings (1968) Law and Order, published by the Department of Educational
Publications, Sri Lanka, is a comprehensive review of the British Constitution in order to gain an
understanding of the system of government that has emerged in Sri Lanka. There we were able to gain a better
understanding of the constitutions, the historical events that influenced it, and the traditions of the Constitution.
Accordingly, although it was possible to gain an understanding of the constitutions as a whole, the inability to
gain an adequate understanding of the democratic constitution of post-colonial Sri Lanka based on a theoretical
perspective was a weakness.

On the whole, there are a number of common weaknesses that can be identified in all the works examined in
the literature above - all of which discuss the theoretical applications of race, nationalism, conflict,
constitution, state reform, etc., as well as the basic introduction. But it was clear that there was no direct
literature on concepts such as the Diaspora, which emerged in the form of multiple identities within the nation-
state model and emerged to secure its existence. Therefore, what is the impact of the Sinhala Diaspora on the
governance process in Sri Lanka, the Sinhala Diaspora's reproduction of the symmetrical, asymmetrical
aspirations and needs of the Sri Lankan people, and the orientation of the influence of the Sinhala Diaspora
on the model of influence in the Sri Lankan society? What is the impact on? | look forward to directing my
research to address the shortcomings, gaps, and omissions that exist in the academic literature by focusing on.

Theoretical Framework

The theme of the influence of the Sinhala Diaspora on the governing process in Sri Lanka directly coincides
with the theoretical discourse on the modern nation-state - where the various schools of thought have applied
a variety of theoretical perspectives to the nation-state - especially the modern national. From the 18th century,
when the state began, to the present, knowledge of new directions in the nation-state has presented a

broad theoretical perspective in various forms' thus making it clear that different theoretical approaches can
be identified with respect to the Diaspora that emerged as a trend in the nation-state model. The main themes
that illustrate the need for theoretical approaches to the proposed research were: determining the research
problem and determining the analytical framework in which the problem is examined, examining the problem,
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and verifying the dissertation, respectively - all of these activities are theoretical of the proposed research.
Theoretical approaches were intended to cover the scope of the thesis interpretation parameters of the
dissertation - and the research proposition

Accordingly, the theories developed by Ernest Gleaner and Benedict Anderson, primarily from a modernist
perspective on nationalism, were important. Ernest  Gleaner who is completely different from eternity,
argues that in eternity, the sense of race goes back a long way in the history of mankind, and rejects the notion
that it is 'natural’ for human beings to form themselves as 'nation' (Uyangoda, 2011, p.45). Rather, it is the
thesis that human society is a modern phenomenon formed in the context of its transformation from an
agricultural society into an industrial society. In it, Benedict Anderson offers an important and well - known
theory of the origins of nationalism and its spread. Anderson's theoretical analysis of imaginary communities
was clearly applied to the theoretical approach of nationalism to the influence of the Sinhala Diaspora on the
governance process in Sri Lanka, the theme of the proposed research. Although Anderson's approach to
nationalism in relation to the emergence and spread of the nation-state in conjunction with nationalism was
important, the fact that it was centered in Europe raised the question of whether this theory could be applied
equally to the colonial state'

In particular, it should be noted that this proposed research, which coincides directly with the modern nation-
state, has focused on various schools of thought, including liberalism, Marxism, structuralism, feminism, etc.
although it is difficult to directly link the theoretical approaches of these schools to the proposed research.
“Contemporary democratic currents represented” by Alexei Tocqueville (1840) who wrote about American
democracy in the early 19th century, as well as those represented by Robert Putnam and Francis Fukuyama.
The theoretical literature that builds on the ideas of the liberal puzzle of nationalism of contemporary Indian
theorists such as Pertha Chatterjee could also indirectly obtain the parameters of the theoretical approaches
needed to conduct the proposed research' this chapter was intended to focus specifically on research and
suggestions to identify theoretical approaches that are directly relevant

The concept of Pierre Bourdieu (1977) ISEM was a theoretical approach that could be applied directly to the
proposed research - the concept of the "framework of behaviour" as implied by the concept of Bodhisattva's
ISM is the expression of the social practices of the individual in daily life. Each person's behaviour and habits
are associated with the individual as an integral part of their behaviour. These practices are not just individual
practices but become social practices (Uyangoda, 2009 p. 280). Accordingly, Bourdieu’s concept was created
to abstract from the structuralism dichotomies of social behaviour, namely, to the objective and psychoanalytic
dichotomies. The oral point that Bourdieu’s focused on in his social theory was that social life was intertwined
with the practices of individual isolation, and was built on the idea that it was self-created. Here, Bourdieu’s
concept states that it implies a trinity of meaning. The first is similar in structure and meaning to the word.
The second is individual lifestyle habits and behaviours. Before the third, inclination means instinct, appetite.

These conditions are the principles that give rise to practices that are socially distinct from each other. The
political views held by one person and the manner in which they express those ideas and behaviours influence
the behaviours of the person along with the ideas and practices of another person. The principles of
classification and the principles of seeing and resolution are also principles of different preferences. Seeing is
simply a social variant of cognition. Accordingly, Bourdieu’s endeavored to present a new dimension by
combining the dual concepts of ISIS with the objective and psychoanalytic of the social use of individuals and
groups of persons. Thought patterns of an individual are those that individuals have acquired for thinking,
seeing, and functioning, which are their responses to the objective situations and structures they face. The
Bourdieu’s theory was to link objective social structures to the psychological experience of social characters.
According to Bourdieu’s, social practice is not a matter of personal law, but a habit derived from

a combination of these two principles. Habits are structured once they are structured and its social conditions
are rooted. Economic capital, social capital and cultural capital influence the formation of habits. At the same
time, these capitals generate power and can be used as a legal force, especially in the political arena, and play
an important role in representation.
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Thus, the argument of Bourdieu’s social practice, which Bodies used to legitimize and reproduce the basic
introspection of capitalist society, can be applied to a modern, politically divisive and conflicting political
arena. The reason for such affiliation is that people who have lived with their ethnic identity patterns for a
long time and are trying to secure its existence are in line with the Bourdieu’s argument and the art of
preserving survival by dealing directly with social practices and the objective realities that arise from it.
Because The Diaspora is thus a group of people who reproduce their aspirations and needs in such a way as
to set a precedent for such social practices and seek to perpetuate this argument for the sections of their new
ethnic groups that will produce the future and their nations.

The theoretical approach to the ideological state mechanism developed by Louis Althusser could be applied
to the proposed research' the essence of which is the structural influence that transcends the human author.
Man is no longer an independent thinker and activist. He thinks and acts because of external influences on
him. Man, therefore, is activated by the influence of physical and immaterial structures external to him.
"ldeological mechanisms include the following institutions," (William, 1975, p.165). Althusser said, Religious
Ideological State Mechanism, Educational Ideological State Mechanism, Family State Mechanism, Political
Ideological Mechanism (Political Parties) Media Mechanical State Mechanism (Newspapers, Radio etc.)
(William, 1975, p.167).

Cultural Ideological State Mechanism (Literature, Art, Sports) Religion and Nation play a powerful structural
role in the Sri Lankan context. The Sri Lankan state in particular is one that has been Buddhist zed. Here the
ideological state apparatus operates in favour of nationalist logic. It is for this reason that the Diaspora is
dispersing its nationalism beyond its own personal interests. Its intensity is best illustrated in the field of
research, theoretical overview of the construction of logical analysis and interpretation of data aggregation
and data analysis.

Research Methodology

The problem and hypothesis of the research was that the data collection work had to be done before the
research could be done. A combination of both primary and secondary data methods was required to collect
the data needed to conduct this research. That is to say, the proposed research on the impact of the Sinhala
Diaspora on the governance process in Sri Lanka had to use a wide range of methods such as interviews,
Google Form and civil society questionnaires. There was a need to estimate the multiplicity of these methods
for the desired research and how much of each data type would be required in combination. To facilitate this
task and facilitate the study, the methods of data collection for the research questions that guide the research
are as follows.

1) It was necessary to use library research under secondary data to analysis the existing explanations and
theoretical models of the academic literature on the influence of the Sinhala Diaspora on the governing process
in Sri Lanka.

2) It was necessary to use library research under secondary data to analysis concepts such as democracy,
constitutionalism, etc. in order to identify the symmetrical and asymmetrical distinctions in the conflicts
between multiple nations in order to secure their existence. Also, two of the questions under preliminary data
(Google Form and civil society) and interviews (selected political leaders) were used to identify the directions
of influence of the Sinhala Diaspora, which was asymmetric in the face of the symmetrical aspirations of the
Tamil Diaspora, and to examine the impact on the governance process. Scholars) needed to be used. who
integrated into the Google Form were students, workers and professionals living in Europe or the Middle East
today, even though their home country is Sri Lanka. However, in both questionnaires, women and men were
given equal opportunity. Caste, age group, marital status, unemployment and educational attainment were also
included in the survey.

3) It was necessary to use the library survey and sample data under primary data as secondary data to analysis
the dilemma of having an active influence on the governance process by disseminating nationalism beyond
one's own personal ambitions - in which case library research is the dissolution of Sinhala folklore outside the
motherland.
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The research questions that lead the research in the above way clearly show that a combination of both primary
and secondary data methods is needed to conduct this proposed research - thus identifying the methods of data
collection and interpretation that need to be followed. The proposed research on the influence of the Sinhala
Diaspora on the governance process in Sri Lanka was almost completely covered, and it was clear that it was
being conducted using a pragmatic empirical methodology.

Influence of the Sinhala Diaspora on determining the realistic existence of the governing process in this
country

The process of governance is the only power political process at the macro level in the power systems that
have emerged and developed from the family at the microscopic level of political science today. As a result,
in practical politics, activists with different aspirations and interests are involved in the governing process.
Accordingly, in such a situation, it can be seen that in a multi-ethnic state model like Sri Lanka, multi-ethnic
groups are active with multiple aspirations and interests in mind. That is, all nations express a discipline
disciplined by competing feelings and impulses to participate in the governing process as the necessary
influencer to satisfy their aspirations and needs. Accordingly, even after the end of the Thirty Years War in
Sri Lanka, the Tamil Diaspora can be seen to be eager to incorporate the aspirations and interests of their
nation into the governing process, even outside Sri Lanka. At the same time, in the democratic process, the
Tamil Diaspora can be seen to be indirectly influencing the survival of their nation through indirect means,
even if they are not directly involved in the governing process.

Such activities in the Tamil Diaspora were primarily due to the active involvement of the warlords who led
the war directly in the governance process in the Sri Lankan state model, as well as the scholars who took the
lead in the international challenges faced by Sri Lanka in the post-war period. Therefore, the Tamil Diaspora
can be seen to be influencing the governance process through Tamil political parties in this country to satisfy
the aspirations and needs of their nation. This chapter seeks to examine the influence of the patriotic Sinhalese
people of the Sinhala Diaspora on the governance process, especially in the Geneva Human Rights Council,
in its attempt to weaken the Sri Lankan state model as well as the governance process by filing war crimes
charges against the Sri Lankan state. Minister Rear Admiral Sarath Weerasekera, who made an active
contribution to Sri Lanka at the Geneva Human Rights Council, was contacted to conduct this study. Following
is his response to a question raised by the Sinhala Diaspora on the impact of the Sinhala Diaspora on the
governance process for the unification of the nationalist Sinhalese people in this country.

“The extent to which the Sinhala Diaspora has influenced the governance process can be seen in the fact that
more Sri Lankans have come to the island than ever to vote in the last presidential election. The process of
governance is a very important task for a state. In Sri Lanka, where representative democracy is active, we
appoint representatives in the governing process to fulfil our own needs. Then the Presidential election is a
major milestone in that process. It is on this special occasion that a large number of expatriates came to Sri
Lanka to cast their votes. It was a really good complement to make a fresh change in the degenerate politics
of Sri Lanka. Not only in the Presidential election but also in the general election they had a great influence
on the governing process by giving great support. In fact, | would like to remind you that the activism of the
Sinhala Diaspora took place before the Presidential election. Condemning this reckless action of the
government of good governance, they proposed to meet the then Leader of the Opposition Mahinda Rajapaksa
and ask him to question this in Parliament and to refer the matter to the President in accordance with Article
(129) of the Constitution and to withdraw from the co-sponsorship accordingly. They also instructed the
Leader of the Opposition to correct the innocence of the heroes at the Human Rights Council. He was also
presented with a copy of the Heroes' Defendant compiled by their panel of lawyers.” (Interview, 2020, Sarath
Weerasekera, 2: 1.).

In the political process, a diplomat who served as the Minister of Police and Defence in the war crimes
allegations leveled against Sri Lanka by the Tamil Diaspora at the Geneva Human Rights Council without fear
of defending the future of his nation was also involved in the governing process.

Accordingly, 60% of the respondents to the question on how they are interested in the governing process in
Sri Lanka said that they were very interested and the majority of the subordinates were men and the proportion
was 10 and all but three of them were in the age group of 25-35 years. And the other two were women. It is
important to note that both women are between the ages of 25 and 35 and are members of global organizations
living in Europe where they are engaged in professional duties. It is important to note that all respondents who
said they were somewhat interested were women and that those who were not at all interested were also
women. The vast majority of those who seek information on the governance process in Sri Lanka, i.e. 60%,
answered all of the above by watching Sri Lankan television, behaving on social media, educating their family
or friends, and educating the global organizations of which they are members. She was one of the people who
raised awareness through and she was a married woman living in the Middle East. It is also important to note
that 25% of the people who raise this awareness from their member organizations are men.

When asked if you think the nationalist organizations of which you are a member influence the governing
process in this country, 60% of the subordinates answered yes and 40% said no. All who answered yes were
two women and ten men who were members of racist organizations. The people who answered no were all
women.
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Then the question we were asked was how to do that if it was so influential. Only 15% of respondents said
that the government was investing in the election process, providing information on government policy
making, investing in government decisions or projects, influencing the government if the aspirations and needs
of the people are not being met, and all of the above. Were professionals living in Europe. There were 2 males
and 1 female. About 40% of the people who invest money in the government's election campaign are married,
and the majority of them are men. Only 15% provided information on government policy making, 10% paid
for government decisions or projects and 10% influenced the government if it did not fulfil the aspirations and
needs of the people.

Also, the answer to the question as to how you are interested in the governance process in Sri Lanka was 65%
with a lot of interest, 25% with some interest and 10% with no interest at all. The people who were not
interested in this were women and they were not interested in the governing process which was not a member
of the nationalist organizations in this country as well as many other civil society activities. Eight of the most
interested groups were men and the other two were women. Two of the relatively interested subjects were men
and the others were women.

The answer to the question of how to get information for your awareness of the governance process in Sri
Lanka was 20% watching TV in the country, 15% behaving on social media and 10% educating their family
members or friends. 15% by doing, 25% by all of the above and 10% who have no idea about this. It is also
important to note that the vast majority of 65% of the subordinates came to Sri Lanka to vote in the 2019
Presidential Election and the majority of them live in Europe and have an active influence on the governance
process in Sri Lanka.

The most important criterion in the governing process is the citizen. Accordingly, the right to vote is one of
the main tools by which citizens outside the country exercise their legal right to citizenship. Investigating the
impact of the Sinhala Diaspora on determining the realistic existence of the governing process in this country,
it became clear that 65% of the respondents who went to the Google Forms to vote in the 2019 Presidential
Election. The majority of the subordinates are professionals and all of them answered 'all of the above' to the
guestion of how they influence the governance process in the country and how to obtain information on the
governance process and they are all eligible to vote in the 2019 Presidential Election. It is also clear that their
arrival was a decisive factor in the driving force behind the election of the President, who was elected in the
2019 Presidential Election, to the legal right of the Sinhalese people to govern in this country. It is also clear
from the percentage of 40% of the subordinates that the majority of the patriotic organizations that have been
formed outside Sri Lanka are investing in the election process of the Sri Lankan government. The reason for
this is the general perception that the security of the nation depends on the leadership of a patriotic Sinhala
leader. Therefore, they spend most of their income on the election process of the Sri Lankan government and
it is evident that it will have an impact on the governance process in the country.

But in focusing on the activities of a democratic government, it was verified that if the aspirations and needs
of the people are not met by the government, the process of influencing it can only be carried out by a very
small group of subordinates. Accordingly, in the analysis of the process, it was found that 10% of the group
were organically intelligent. This proposition further demonstrated that these organic intellectuals are the
link between the macro-governing process and civil society. In this way, it is clear that the direct investment
in the electoral process and the reaffirmation of the legal right to citizenship and the exercise of the right to
vote in democracy make it clear that the Sinhala community outside the country makes an active contribution
to the governance process in this country.

Political reform theories such as the Constitution and representative democracy migrated into the Sri Lankan
community, which had secured its existence through a long monarchical system, following the British
occupation of the country. In the constitutionalism that was defined there, we can see that Sri Lanka is heading
towards a 30-year war in the process of achieving its national aspirations and interests first and foremost. If
not an ideological mechanism to ensure the continued survival of the Tamil community, especially in the
aftermath of the Thirty Years War or the post-war period, as well as the wars waged to secure the survival of
the majority Sinhalese nation in this country. Both parties have been able to legitimize the governance process
determined by the politics of the Diaspora in Sri Lanka amidst more or less influence. Also, the basic
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aspirations and interests of both parties should be to further integrate all races into an asymmetrical orbit in
the process of governance instead of being in a symmetrical orbit, contradicting each other, to ensure the
common good of the governing process. It was clear to us how to deal with a big threat. It is evident not only
in the process of securing the existence of their own nation but also in the process of governing as well as in
the process of fulfilling their aspirations and needs, how their nation faces a grave threat to the security of the
territorial integrity of Sri Lankan territory and the existence of all citizens without any distinction.

Conclusion and Suggestions

The art of governance played a vital role in the process of satisfying the aspirations and needs of all the people
without any distinction within the Sri Lankan state model that embraced the driving forces of democracy as a
direct result of colonialism outside the long-standing monarchical system. How can we determine the strength
of the basic parameters of reproducing the aspirations of the people of this country, especially the majority
Sinhala community and the Tamil community, through the constitutional reforms

introduced to Sri Lanka by the British and how can its parameters be identified for the long-term conflicts that
defined it?

In that sense, it is clear that Sri Lanka disintegrated from the old monarchical feudal system and looked back
at the basic tenets of capitalism. Accordingly, although the country was transformed into a modern nation-
state system and a democratic constitution, it did so without fulfilling the two main conditions required for the
transformation to be complete. That is, without the creation of a united society for the nation-state and a
demaocratic society for a democratic system of government. Therefore, the root cause of the multiple crises
that Sri Lanka faced after independence was the attempt to carry on the established nation-state model and the
demaocratic constitution without further creation of a Sri Lankan nation or democratic society. This is because
the social structure was further divided according to race, caste and religion. That is, there were ethnic
divisions in this country as well. We did not have the vision and the appropriate political agenda to create a
democratic Sri Lankan nation on the basis of minimizing the differences between them and giving equal rights
to all.

In particular, as a result, Sri Lanka, which gained independence without shedding a single drop of blood in the
process of multi-ethnic segregation, has become a country that bleeds to its size. The attempt to advance the
nation-state and the democratic  system of government without the formation of a united nation and a
democratic society by uniting all nations without any narrow distinctions has led to a great distortion in the
social relations as well as in the social relations that have been defined in relation to all sections of the country.
This situation further shaped the asymmetrical divisions of race, religion and caste created by narrow
determinants into a further form of resistance in the Sri Lankan social context. Instead of restructuring and
actively maintaining the existence of all sectors of the country through the same framework, it distorted the
existing structure of the entire sector of the country and reproduced the opportunity to reproduce the
dependence on all sectors. At the same time, he transformed the democratic system of government into a
perversion. It cannot be said that the leaders who were involved in politics at that time did not know that there
was a vacuum to be filled in this transformation as well as the leaders who later joined politics. However, they
did not have the rich and formal liberal theoretical vision needed to understand the situation. After
independence, Sri Lanka went to extremes without fulfilling the two essential conditions mentioned above.
That poverty, which has existed in the political arena from its inception to the present day, can be considered
as one of the strongest factors that has led to state chaos.

The formation of a united nation was an essential condition for the existence of the nation state. In particular,
the defeat of Prabakaran can be seen as a hew opportunity given to us by history to fulfil that need, which we
did not have the opportunity to fulfil in freedom. But we were not able to take advantage of that opportunity
wisely. It was also a factor in the political system, which was riddled with racial, caste and religious divisions
that were asymmetrically structured in the social system.

This political system devised by Jayewardene, no matter how powerful, has endowed the country with a long-
lasting, effective political system that has won the trust of all people without distinction, but a combination of
a number of contradictory political systems, all of which have been harmonized into one person. It is an
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informal, corrupt political system that gives state power, weakens and distorts democratic activism, and leaves
no room for the rule of law. The corrupt political system thus formed was a major factor in the thirty-year-old
ethnic crisis, and with the defeat of Prabakaran’s terrorist movement, the political system became naked.
Although the primary role of Sri Lanka's political representatives was to reorganize the political system in a
way that would address the ethnic problem, it continued to make amendments to the existing system of
government to re-establish its existence within the corrupt political system itself. In that situation, instead of
moving forward as a united Sri Lankan state, ethnic groups with asymmetrical aspirations and interests
engaged in a relentless racial power struggle to assert their identity.

Therefore, it is clear that in order to build a united nation with a democratic system of government in Sri
Lanka, we need to have a conscious society that understands the values of democracy and has a democratic
organizational framework with a democratic organizational structure. It is essential that these two basic
conditions, which were not fulfilled before or after independence, be fulfilled. At the same time, the necessary
background must be prepared to reduce the social acceptance of caste, creed and religion and to build a Sri
Lankan nation with equal rights. Instead of the corrupt political system that affects such construction, we must
establish a democratic democracy that rules the rule of law, respects human rights, and maximizes the
possibility of corruption, fraud and ill-gotten gains. For that, religious people, leaders, politicians,
businessmen, government officials, professionals, journalists, artists and scientists need to understand their
duties and responsibilities. At the same time, governments must take steps to establish a set of national policies
that cannot be changed by change, and it is imperative that the recommendations of the Lessons Learned and
Reconciliation Commission be taken seriously.

Nirmal Ranjith Devasiri also points out that the way the Sri Lankan state is structured is the basis of the
problem of the Tamil people. According to him, the basic framework of the state of Sri Lanka is made up of
a combination of two basic components. That is, the institutional framework primarily created by the colonial
state and the Sinhala-Buddhist nationalist ideology created by sections of the indigenous aristocracy from the
mid-19th century. In addition, although a number of other components have been identified that have
contributed to the formation of the state, inquiries into what constitutes a more fundamental criterion have
shown that the most difficult components to remove from a structure without fundamentally damaging it are
the basic components of that structure. Accordingly, the above two components can be identified as the two
most difficult to remove from the present state structure of Sri Lanka.

Accordingly, it is clear that the above two factors affecting the state structure of Sri Lanka imply that a very
important reality of the modern geopolitical structure of Sri Lanka, which is the background to the state
structure of Sri Lanka, has been overlooked. The reality is that the geopolitical unit we now call Ceylon is
based on two independent social structures. These two social structures are the predominantly ethnic Sinhalese
- dominated social order to the south of Vavuniya and the Jaffna-centric, Tamil-majority social structure.
We call these two settings the Northern layout and the southern layout for ease of introduction. Considering
these two settings separately, we can see that there are some special situations that need our attention, and
when looking at the right layout we can really identify a lot of variations that can actually appear as a
combination of more than one layout. It is clear, however, that this southern structure has evolved as a single
hegemonic structure over the past century and a half. It should also be noted that when looking north, the
layout creates a space in the east that overlaps with the south layout.

In fact, it can be said that this situation has arisen as a result of the gradual expansion of both the northern and
southern systems into the eastern region. Moreover, in order to secure the existence of both parties, as well as
the basic intuitions of the Sinhala Diaspora and the Tamil Diaspora, what are the background factors needed
to move the fundamental aspirations of both sides to be linked from the axis of symmetry? More important
here is the creation of a state system within which the aspirations of all can be integrated within the structure
of the state, as well as the internal division of power that needs to be changed.

The Constitution can be seen as a tool created to better implement democracy within the nation-state model.
In particular, the Constitution is regarded as the supreme law of the land as well as the fundamental law. This
is because it is an agreement with all the citizens within the state regarding the governance of the state.
Therefore, legislation should be legislation for the common good of the citizens and should include the criteria
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required for the existence of all citizens through the Constitution. However, the Soul bury Constitution of
post-colonial Sri Lanka was drafted by D.C. regardless of the aspirations of minorities and minorities.

Then in 1972 Colvin removed the limited protection afforded to minorities by the old constitution and drafted
a new one, using the two-thirds majority of the United Front government regardless of the views of the
minority parties. Six years later, JW. R. President Jayewardene introduced the 1978

Constitution, which introduced a constitution, not by consensus, but by using the five-sixths majority of his
government. Thus, it is clear that the parameters of the historical evolution of the subject matter of the
constitution formulated in the state model of Sri Lanka determined how to satisfy the aspirations and needs of
the Sinhala community, which is the majority, rather than simply the aspirations and needs of the minority
communities.

The primary purpose of a legal document is to secure the existence of the general public without any distinction
between adhering to that document and enforcing that document. Accordingly, in drafting a new constitution,
the basic aspirations and interests of the leading Sinhala majority in the South and the leading Tamil minority
in the North should be incorporated into this constitution without any distinction, but directly at the request of
political parties and NGOs and not directly. As an impartial arbiter based on the premise that the aspirations
and interests of the people are genuine and genuine, respect for the Constitution as the most fundamental tool
for safeguarding all rights without distinction and respecting the legitimacy of the sovereignty created by that
honour.

At the same time, a constitution that emerges from the political culture of Sri Lanka should have provisions
restricting the power of the head of state as well as the ministers to commit wrongdoings. Since law
enforcement agencies are not in a position to fulfil that responsibility well, arrangements can be made to
inadvertently assign that responsibility to the public. For example, provisions should be made to allow the
public to file an impeachment or no-confidence motion against a high-ranking official who commits a serious
offense. Further, provisions should be made to make the existing system of the Constitution meaningful and
formal. The Commission may be empowered to hear complaints against officers appointed by the Council to
independent commissions or other bodies. This could lead to a situation where officials appointed by the
Constitutional Council are subjected to scrutiny by the Constitutional Council. In cases where an accused
person is found guilty by an inquiry conducted by the Constitutional Council, the report of that inquiry may
be made available to Parliament. Parliament can then table the investigation report and make the final decision
on him. A good constitution in the modern sense can only be considered a constitution that gives the people
ample opportunity to exercise their sovereignty to the fullest extent.

In order to secure the existence of the common people, especially those living in the state, the people's
representatives in parliament, as well as the executive and the executive, who are tasked with enforcing the
law, must be elected almost entirely democratically and through a democratic political movement based on
the basic tenets of accountability. Instead of securing the existence, the relevant laws should be amended to
ensure the existence of the general public. There is an urgent need for the country to transition from simply
securing the very existence of the leading or minority nation that it represents to a modern element of
democracy that safeguards the general well-being of all peoples (or the masses). The fact that the parties have
limited their policy formulation by focusing only on the objective of gaining power has resulted in a
misunderstanding of the representation of the aspirations and needs of the people. These objective phenomena
are caused by the absorption of the potential responses of the agitation caused by the conservation of the
polyglots by political parties in determining their own trajectories and orientations. The existence of
applications formulated from the dynamic variables of the visible sensory perceptions determined by the
determinants of these oscillations coincides with the differential constraints, the implicit effects of the
inductive sensitivity of the exploratory sensory roots on the indivisible binding of each destiny inhibitor.

In particular, the political party system in Sri Lanka, which has led to a thirty years war in the country's political
mainstream, is not properly discharging its duties and responsibilities, subjecting itself to the domination of
the party leader and pursuing narrow political objectives instead of the survival of the common party members
and the aspirations and interests determined by it. In order to abolish the existence of political parties, it is
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essential to make a decisive change here from the constitution of political parties to the electoral system in
which political parties operate. We see that the impact of the Thirty Years War has directly affected all family
corporations living in this country, transcending social, economic, political and cultural spheres. In particular,
it must be said that the ability to suffer and endure the fundamental consequences of the war, even if not
directly or indirectly involved in the war, is still attributed not only to the family corporation of the Sinhala
community but also to the family corporation of the Tamil community at the same time. Accordingly, in order
to completely forget the fundamental memories of the war that is being attributed to this, the basic implications
of those resolutions should be almost completely reconciled before implementing the resolutions at the highest
level or macro level such as the state model, the process of governance, the constitution that we have focused
on above. To all family corporations in the country without any distinction. Accordingly, in this
phenomenon, those family corporations have the ability to work in good faith, no matter how many inequalities
there may be, such as mutual acquaintance, resentment, and tolerance, surpassing the cultural determinants
that seek to socialize within a family and pass it on to future generations. It is not just an individual process;
it is not a process unique to the family and at the same time it can have a direct impact on religion to bring
such socialization theories closer to families. It is imperative that the basic leaders of the religious institutions
do this work well, especially through Buddhism as well as Christianity, which is close to the majority Sinhala
community in this country.

Moreover, through these social integration issues, the leading agents of civil society have been identified as
the leading agents of civil society, who have been identified by the civil society as the leading agents of
reconciliation, as well as artists, religious leaders, and athletes without any distinction being popular at the
time. It is possible to observe the basic principles of such reconciliation in society as a whole by trying to get
the contribution of celebrities to such works as well as by trying to set an example for the whole society. In
particular, it should be noted that the main goal of many NGOs that have emerged in the labelling of
reconciliation, which ultimately carries out the multifaceted ambitions that have emerged in the country since
the outbreak of the war, is that the primary goal is to further maintain their institution in dollars and instead
they What is needed is for the state to act as an impartial arbiter in mediating the asymmetric line between the
basic Sinhala and Tamil communities, both symmetrical and their asymmetries, instead of simply listening to
the Tamil community's questions and answering and evaluating them. Until then, instead of solving the
problem on the basis of their duties, they should not miss the opportunity to further the problem and make the
reality of social existence, which is shrinking on money, come to life for the whole of society.

In addition, the global organizations that are being formed to safeguard the existence of the Tamil people,
which are directly aligned with these organizations, and the Sinhala global organizations that are directly
aligned with the basic introspection of the Sinhalese people in the Sinhala Diaspora, need to address this issue
from two sides. The maximum opportunity to solve is not to turn it into a vacuum, but to allow the
opportunities available to them to go beyond their agendas only and through media displays through the
analytical media, to understand the real problem well and to bring both parties together under one core and to
find relevant solutions. At the same time, the existence of its own media as an impartial mass media, instead
of merely quoting racial divisions and securing its existence, spreads ethnic tensions in almost the entire
society and thereby honestly informs the people through its media without any mere competition to increase
their audience views. It is important here to identify the duties and responsibilities that need to be fulfilled and
to play an effective role in fulfilling them.

And all of these components, such as religion, family, NGOs, global organizations, political parties, and the
media, are just a few of the basic components that make up the dictatorship of the state. Since the basic
existence of these components depends on the relationship between the state policies and the state models that
safeguard the power of the constituent state, public policy is the policy of fulfilling the duties and
responsibilities of almost all of these directly and directly. Government policies have a fundamentally
important role to play in regulating all these areas within the scope of the Diaspora, which are based on mere
ethnicity and nationalism, building on each other and invading basic social backgrounds and avoiding the
possibility of a return to war. In this context, it is clear that the aspirations and needs of the Tamil people are
being mobilized around the Diaspora in the process of securing the survival of this Sinhala nation, even today's
young generation outside the homeland, as well as organic intellectuals in civil society and warlords directly
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involved in the war. It is engaged in a major struggle to destabilize the existence of the Tamil Diaspora, which
is restoring society as a whole. In the end, the rivalry between the two Diaspora factions will become a mere
power struggle, with us recognizing it as a prime mirror of the future of the war, so that the eventual victory
of the Sinhalese people in the Thirty Years' War can be re-entered into war are available. Therefore, it is
incumbent upon each and every one of us to direct the whole of society towards the path to war without
creating such things as resentment, which is the opposite aspect of virtue that we seek to observe from that
mirror to society as a whole, to citizens, to families and societies, and to multiculturalism. Our conclusion is
